MILSPRAY Forms New Division to Assist in
U.S. Military Drawdown in Iraq and Afghanistan

Department of Defense Undertaking One of the Largest Vehicle and

Equipment Drawdowns in U.S. History
Company forms division to provide assistance to the U.S. military

With an estimated 3 million pieces of equipment in Iraq accumulated over an eight-year
period the question everyone is asking is... “What do we do with it all?” That question is
being answered on a continual basis and as rolling stock and equipment are turned in by
troops exiting Iraq. That process must be completed in accordance with the deadline of
December 31, as stated in the Security Agreement.

The options are clear:

Dispose of it

Give it, or sell it, to the Iraqi or Afghan military

Forward it to Afghanistan or elsewhere for use by U.S. forces
Store it at DLA locations in Kuwait for future use in the region
Return it to the U.S. for repair and reuse
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While the options are clear, which one to select is not. There are numerous considerations
when evaluating whether or not to destroy, sell, or transport, vehicles and equipment.

Transportation avoidance costs would total in the hundreds of millions of dollars, yet much
of the equipment could be used elsewhere and at a time when new vehicle and equipment
acquisition funds are becoming more and more scarce. This is the dilemma facing the
Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Disposition Services in Columbus, Ohio and the Mobile-
Redistribution Property Assistance Team Yard in theater. Both are charged with
orchestrating an orderly disposition process while safeguarding U.S. taxpayers against
fraud and abuse.

MILSPRAY has formed its “Drawdown Support Division” in an effort to provide surge
capabilities to the U.S military wherever they are needed. The company has deployed its
personnel and systems to North Africa, South Africa, and many other locations worldwide.
Their emphasis has been on providing decentralized, cost effective, vehicle wash down
capabilities for the required agricultural inspections. Every vehicle and piece of equipment
must be thoroughly washed and pass an agricultural inspection, or “ag inspection”, prior to
leaving a country. This is done to prevent the transfer of biological matter and other
contaminants from one country, and thus the population, to another.

If you are wondering why this is necessary, an Armed Forces 2008 Technical Guide
published by the Walter Reed Army Medical Center puts the cost of invasive foreign plant
and animal species to the U.S. at $138 billion each year. By not properly conducting vehicle
wash downs, the introduction of invasive and foreign plant and insect species, cause
irreparable harm to agricultural, environmental, and economic systems. Ecological
integrity and even human health are at risk, according to the publication.
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
